Large Letter outline
These sheets have just one large outline of the letter shape to be learnt. You can print out as many as you like and therefore do as many or few of the following activities as you like. Make sure as you are doing each activity, sing the corresponding song and say the letter sound so your child starts to associate the letter shape with the letter sound. Also make sure they always form the letter correctly, starting at the correct place and in the right direction. It is a lot easier to learn the correct formation from the beginning than to try and correct the ingrained way of how the child has become accustomed to writing the letter in their own way.
· Trace the letter with the correct formation (starting in the correct place and going in the correct direction) with a finger, singing the song and saying the letter sound. Paint inside the letter, again starting in the correct place to mimic the correct formation.
· Make a plasticine snake, or mini plasticine balls, to press down and fill in the letter shape.

· Write the letter shape inside the outline, with the correct formation, using a coloured pencil, crayon or pen. Then repeat as many times as you like, with different colours, each time forming the full letter correctly. This way you will end up with a ‘rainbow letter’.

· Colour and cut out the letter.

· In magazines or newspapers, find and cut out the same letter and stick them inside the letter outline to fill it up.

· Find and cut out pictures of things that begin with the letter and stick them around the inside of the letter, or think of things and draw them inside the outline.
· Write lots of small letters the same inside the outline to ‘fill’ it up.

Remember, you do not have to do all the activities for every letter. Keeping it varied makes it more interesting and less repetitive for your child.
