This is a set of letter formation practice sheets by Communication4all. They are the nicest I have found online and work well with the Jolly Phonics scheme as they include their images in the border to reinforce association of letter shape, sound, song and action.

· Print out the ‘s’ sheet and get your child to write the letter within the outline, starting at the dot. 

· Then trace over the dots to write the letter at the bottom. Make sure you repeat the letter sound and sing the song while writing the letter. 

· Lastly look at the pictures of the things beginning with the letter and say the words, emphasising and repeating the initial sound. If they like they can colour the pictures carefully, trying to stay within the picture, for added fine-motor skills practice.
