Initial Sounds Sheet
These sheets have a central outline of the letter sound to be learnt and then pictures of things which begin with this letter and the word written underneath.
Things to do with this sheet:

· Print it out and look at the letter sound to be learnt. Repeat the sound while tracing the letter formation with a finger.

· Find the song that goes with the letter (on the application we sent the link to) and sing this while doing the action that goes with the letter sound.

· With a special sparkly pen, felt tip or crayon, colour in the letter on the sheet.

· Make a plasticine or play-dough letter to cover the outlined letter.

· Look at the pictures and say the words that begin with the letter, emphasising the initial sound.

· Put the sheet on a wall or on the fridge and 
look at the pictures every day. Say a word, but with the initial sound ‘missing’ and your child can fill in the missing sound and say what word you meant.

· On the computer, delete the first letter of each word and ask your child to ‘fill in’ the missing initial sound (either on the computer or writing on a printed version).

· On the computer play the game of deleting a picture when the child has his/her eyes closed or covered, and they have to say which picture is missing.

· These sheets can also be reprinted at a later date when your child has developed knowledge of other letter sounds and more phonemic awareness, and you could delete the whole word and ask them to fill in all the sounds they hear in the word. 
Remember, you do not have to do all the activities for every letter. Keeping it varied makes it more interesting and less repetitive for your child.
